leaflet (10 information points for new patients).

The NACC Family Information Pack is for families
with a child who has been newly-diagnosed with IBD. ,
Each pack contains the booklet Understanding Family Information Pack
Colitis and Crohn’s Disease, information sheets for %
parents caring for a child with IBD, and a guide for
teachers.

Both packs also contain an explanation of medical NAGE - Helping you bve w
terms, a NACC Publications List and details of NACC
membership. Folders have space to note the contact
details for IBD staff and useful hospital numbers. You
can add any standard information for your own IBD
service or information specific to the patient or their
families’ needs.
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Transition in IBD

Making a successful transition from paediatric to adult care
is a very important stage for all young people diagnosed
with Ulcerative Colitis or Crohn’s Disease. Guides have
been produced for health professionals, young people and
their parents, through the collaboration of NACC and
CICRA, BSPGHAN, the IBD Section of the BSG and the
Colitis and Crohn’s Nurses Group within the RCN
Gastroenterology and Stoma Care Forum.
