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Special Commendation

This award is to recognise those volunteers who have shown loyalty 
and dedication to NACC.  They will have made an exceptional 
contribution to the aims and value of NACC.  Their dedication has 
made a real difference to the lives of people affected by IBD.

Lynne Audley
Lynne has been actively involved with NACC for many years and has been Chair of the 
Leicestershire & Rutland Group for the past 5.  Lynne has organised and taken part in many 
awareness and fundraising activities, including taking a stall to the streets of Leicester, 
raising awareness and hundreds of pounds.  She was also involved in setting up a Patient 
Panel that campaigned for and achieved a specialist IBD nurse at a hospital in the area.

Barrie & Beryl Bateman
Barrie and Beryl will be retiring this year after many years as NACC volunteers.  They are the 
couple behind the Christmas card orders, having taken and processed many thousands of 
orders throughout the years.  During busiest times, they have often worked over 12 hours a 
day.  They have been praised for their ability to resolve queries, so that no-one is 
disappointed!

Abby Bryan
Abby has been involved with the Pembrokeshire Group since it began in 2005, and took over 
as Chair in 2007.  Whilst on the Organising Team Abby has helped to organise a range of 
activities such as complimentary therapy days, collections, awareness raising events and the 
Groups newsletter, as well as the NACC Wales Walk in 2008.

Julia Chuhan
Julia and her family have raised £12,245 over the last 7 years by holding their annual garden 
party.  These events are well attended and often attract the attention of the local press.  She 
has also worked with a friend to organise 6 treasure hunts, which have raised a further 
£1500 for NACC.

Mandy Cook
Mandy Cook is currently Coordinator of the Worcester Group.  She has been on the 
Organising Team for many years, and led the Group when it was a sub-Group of the SW 
Midlands and Wolverhampton Group.  Mandy was very actively involved in the transition to a 
Worcester Group in its own right, and has overseen the development of a greatly improved 
newsletter and website.

Deirdre Crowe
Deirdre has been on the Organising Team of the Hadrian Group for almost 20 years, during 
which time she was Chair for almost 12 years.  Deirdre has also taken on other roles such as 
Local Connection Volunteer.  She is described as having the respect of members and local 
medical staff, and credited with being responsible for an increase in attendance at meetings.

Vicky Daley
Over the past 5 years Vicky has raised around £5000 for NACC by producing a range of 
jams and chutneys, which she then sells individually and at Solway Group events.  Vicky 
contributes this money to both the local Group and NACC nationally.  
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Mandy Gorey
For the past three years Post Office owner Mandy has held a Red Hot Day event, which 
involves her entire community, and includes tombolas, fashion shows and culminates in her 
annual ball in November.  Mandy also applies to the Post Office Trust for £500 matched 
giving each year.  To date Mandy has raised around £16,000 for NACC.

Deborah Hodges
Deborah has been a NACC-in-Contact volunteer for several years and is now Training 
Organiser on the NIC Management Team.  In this capacity she has helped to re-shape and 
re-think the NIC training and recruitment processes.  Deborah is now also a NACC 
Information and Support Committee member, and a Volunteer Associate Trainer.

Madeline Hughes
For the last few years Madeline has been very actively raising funds for Red Hot Day, putting 
on tombolas and walks, and encouraging schools to hold mufti days.  In 2009 alone Madeline 
was able to get 3 stories in the local press publicising her events.  She has raised £3530.96 
with her efforts so far.

Kerry Jennings
Kerry has been Chair of the York Group since 2005.  Despite having a small team they 
reliably hold events and put out newsletters every year.  Kerry has also played a major role in 
organising the York Walk for several years.

Maureen Lakeman
Maureen founded the East London NACC Group around 15 years ago, and has served as 
it’s Chair ever since.  She attends all the Medical Meetings and writes a report of the talks 
given to circulate to members unable to attend, as well as organising a wide range of 
awareness and fundraising events.  Maureen also volunteers as a Patient Representative 
and is described as always being willing to do something more to help.

Derek McEwan
Since 2004, Derek has organised the ‘Catherine McEwan Ball’ in Glasgow.  This event is in 
memory of his mother, and in aid of NACC.  Since 2004 the event has raised over £100,000, 
and it is now deemed ‘the event of the year’ in Glasgow.

Rod Mitchell
Over the years Rod has volunteered in a variety of roles including Chair of the Dorset local 
Group, Chair of the NACC Board of Trustees, Chair of EFCCA, and is now involved in raising 
funds for research.  Rod is praised for his ‘wonderful ability of leading through kindness’.
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Julie Powdrell
Julie has been credited with successfully rebuilding the Hull & East Yorkshire local Group.  
With a very small Organising Team Julie organised a very successful Red Hot Ball, which 
raised over £7000.  She has developed good relationships with the local medical community, 
and has even managed to encourage one of the surgeons to take part in the York Walk!  

Lucy Prodgers
Lucy is Vice-Chair of the Leeds Group, and takes on many roles including organising 
meetings, putting on fundraising events and promoting the work of NACC on local radio.  
Lucy also encourages new members to attend meetings by being a single point of contact via 
email.  Lucy is described as a mediator who has helped resolve issues in the Group.

Liz Prosser
When the Aberystwyth Group was formed in July 2008 Liz took on the role of Newsletter 
Editor, and within weeks had managed to persuade a donor to support all printing and 
postage costs.  Liz has continued to produce a newsletter every 2 months and has shared 
her expertise with NACC at a national level.

Sue Selby
Sue Selby joined the Organising Team of the Dorset Group in 2002, where she remained 
active until standing down in 2007.  During this time she organised the very successful 
Fashion Show at Boscombe and other events.  Sue still attends meetings and regularly helps 
the Group with awareness and fundraising events.

Brian Taylor
Brian was responsible for founding the North Midlands Group, with his wife Hilary, over 25 
years ago.  He has been Treasurer since this time, and has also taken on a variety of roles 
such as making and serving refreshments at coffee mornings, delivering raffle prizes, 
collecting cheques and helping to organise events.

Hilary Taylor
Hilary, with her husband Brian, founded the North Midlands Group over 25 years ago.  Since 
then she has been Chair, and has organised educational meetings and fundraising events, 
as well as promoting NACC in many ways such as giving interviews to the local press.  Hilary 
is praised for having time to listen and showing great empathy.  Hilary has received three 
separate nominations for this award.

Jan Woodger
Jan is the owner of a second hand shop, Buckets n Spades in Herne Bay, which she opened 
with the purpose of raising funds for NACC.  The shop was opened in February 2009, and 
since then Jan has donated £2500.  Her helpers are all volunteers and she does not collect a 
salary, giving all her net profits to NACC.  Jan also gives out information about NACC to her 
customers and directs them to the local Group.
